 In an effort to relieve Ronnie from some of his many demands of the day, I have taken on the task of answering 

his phone and taking messages for him.  Recently, I received one of those calls that is quite familiar to us.  A 

grandmother began describing, through her tears, the story of her grandson.  She told of various family 

tragedies that had brought them to this point.  Her daughter had been killed in an automobile accident, her 

husband was bedridden with !ƭȊƘŜƛƳŜǊΩǎ disease, and all she had left was this very troubled grandson. 

She had searched high and low for an addiction recovery program connected with the churches of Christ and 

finally found Project Rescue as a result of an internet search.  She mentioned that she and her husband had 

been missionaries in Australia.  Since I grew up in a missionary family, I interrupted her story long enough to 

ask her name.  When she told me her name, I knew it was familiar to me and my parents.  When I told her I 

was the daughter of Bill & Gerry Nicks, I heard a gasp from this sweet grandmother.  She and her husband had 

been associated with my parents at the East Tennessee School of Preaching and Missions for several years. 

Repeatedly she mentioned how thankful she was to find this Christian program and know of the connection 

to the Nicks family.  She just couldnΩt believe it.  She was so anxious to hear all about the program and wished 

we could get together.  When I asked where she lived, she was shocked again to learn Ronnie and I would be 

leaving on vacation the next day.  We were vacationing right in her neck of the woods.  Her immediate 

response was another gasp and the words, άGod is good!έ 

We worshiped with her at the Great Smokey Mountains church of Christ two days after that phone call.  They 

had arranged a special meeting that afternoon for anyone interested in learning about the program.  Ronnie 

had the opportunity to speak to several about the work and answer a lot of questions. 

We began making arrangements for her grandson to enter the program, but she was having trouble coming 

up with the funds necessary to support him.  She started contacting friends and congregations who responded 

to her pleas.  There were even some small contributions from struggling friends in Australia.  In a matter of 

days, her grandson was here with us at Project Rescue.  If thatΩs not providence, I donΩt know what is. 

Please remember him in your prayers along with all the other guys who are struggling to fight those demons 

that have such a strong hold on them.
